NOTICE OF RACE

1. RULES

1.1. The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the current edition of The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2. The prescriptions of the Canadian national authority will apply.

2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
2.1. The regatta is open to all RNSYS crews who have qualified by finishing in the top three overall in any keel boat class that participated in the following RNSYS events: Opening Regatta, Wednesday Night Series I, Wednesday Night Series II, Wednesday Night Series III, Wednesday Night Series IV (current standings at time of championship), Monday Night Doublehanded Series’, Canada Day Race, Marblehead

        Ocean Race, Prince of Wales Weekend or the Premier One Day Series. Invitationswill be sent to the skipper of each eligible boat by Saturday, September 26th, 2011. 
2.2. Eligible crews may compete by indicating their intention to participate to Greg Blunden, prior to midnight on Thursday, September 29th, 2011. E-mails to Gregoryblunden@gmail.com are acceptable.

2.3. Crews are limited to a total weight of 275kg.

2.4. The skipper who helmed the successful boat in the qualifying event must be the skipper for the crew competing in the Club Championship Regatta. No substitutions or replacements will be allowed. This skipper must be a member of the Royal Nova Scotia Yacht Squadron in good standing.
2.5. The majority of the crew must be members of the Royal Nova Scotia Yacht Squadron in good standing.CreCrew
3. FEES

3.1. There is a registration fee of $50 per team. This fee will include all race management costs, boat charter fees as well as lunch and refreshments on water.
3.2. Each crew must acknowledge and commit to paying a $500 per incident damage claim in the event they are found at fault.

5. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
The sailing instructions will be available to all participants at the registration desk.

6. VENUE
Racing will take place in the Northwest Arm or at its approaches in the Halifax Harbour.
7. EVENT FORMAT
The event will be a round robin fleet race format in the club-owned J/22s using three sails. This format will be discussed in detail at the Competitors’ Meeting to be held on the morning of Sunday, October 2rd.
8. SCORING
The exact format of racing and number of races will depend on the number of entries received by the deadline. The intent is to race off until the top five boats are identified and then these top five boats will sail a best-of-three series. Any format chosen will be at the sole discretion of the race committee and may be changed at any time without posting notices to competitors.
9. PRIZES
Prizes will be awarded to the top three finishers. The top team will be assigned a designated parking space from the date of the event until the Club Championships in 2012 or October 15, 2012, whichever is earlier. The parking spot is to be used only by the crew who participated in the Club Championship Regatta and that person must be a member.
10. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

11. DISQUALIFICATION

Any attempt to circumvent the rules or to ruin the spirit of this contest will be met with disqualification of the offending team without the possibility of an appeal. Bring your Corinthian spirit but please do leave your whining at home.
