(a)
When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b)
When 5 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score, except that when 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her 2 worst scores.

SUPPORT BOATS


Support boats shall identify themselves to the Race Committee and shall monitor VHF Channel 71 at all times.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

· Top Mixed Crew in doublehanded classes

· Top Male Crew in doublehanded classes
