AMENDMENT #2 TO THE SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Change SI Section 7.1 (RACING AREAS) to read the following:

7.1 
The racing areas will be located in Halifax Harbour and its approaches. Please refer to the NSYA Race Mark Series/Halifax Harbour Chart provided with the registration package and to notifications made at the Competitor’s Meeting regarding which racing area will be used for the racing area for each fleet on each day.
Change SI Section 8 (THE COURSES) to read the following:

8.1
For all classes and fleets the diagrams in Attachment A show the courses, including the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left. The Race Committee signal boat will fly numeral pennant 1, 2 or 3 to indicate which course will be used. For Handicap classes the Race Committee may also take the course to be sailed for the NSYA Course Card.  Prior to the warning signal, the Race Committee will display the order in which marks are to be passed and the side to which they are to be rounded. 
Change SI Section 9 (MARKS) to read the following:
9.1 
Marks of the course may be yellow inflatable tetrahedrons. The marks may also be designated by use of the NSYA Course Card.
Change SI Section 11.2 (THE START) to read the following:
11.2
For all classes, the start and finish will be between the staff displaying an orange flag on the port hand side of the signal vessel and a yellow inflatable cylindrical pin. 
Change SI Section 13 (THE FINISH) to read the following:
13.1
The finish line for all classes and courses will extend from the staff displaying an orange flag with the letter ‘F’ on the starboard hand side of the signal vessel to a yellow cylindrical pin anchored to starboard of the signal vessel. (this change also affects courses described by Attachment A).
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
