2    ADVERTISING

Advertising will be Category C.

3    ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

      3.1
Each race of the series must be completed having only 2 persons aboard the vessel.
      3.2
The series are open to boats that hold a current NSYA PHRF-NS certificate.  Yachts will be divided into classes after registration.  Boats in each class will have the choice to fly spinnaker each race and will be rated accordingly.  Where a boats spinnaker rating falls within the rating band of another class, they will be scored within the class where they would fall under their non-spinnaker rating.

Eligible boats may enter by completing the entry form and submitting it to the RNSYS Coordinator of Racing no later than 1 hour and a quarter prior to the start of racing.

Skippers must be Members of the RNSYS to compete.  Crews need not be Members, but skippers should encourage their crew to join.

When fewer than five (5) races have been completed a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b)
When from five (5) to six (6) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.
