RULES

1.1 
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

The prescriptions of the Canadian national authority will apply.

ADVERTISING

Advertising will be restricted to Category C.

3
ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1
The regatta is open to all boats with a PHRF rating of 87 or lower (Premier Class) to compete for the Prince of Wales trophy and the Wenonah Cup. The regatta will also be open to One Design Classes including J/29, J/24, J/22 and any other One Design class having at least five (5) boats registered, as well as boats with a PHRF rating of 88 or higher for A, B, C & Non-Spinnaker Classes.

Eligible boats may enter by completing a registration form and, together with the required fee, submitting it to the registration desk before registration has closed for their class on Saturday, September 12th, 2009. 

3.3
Premier and A Classes will be run on the Alpha Course. All One Design Classes will be run on the Bravo Course. The B, C and Non-Spinnaker Classes will be run on the Charlie Course.

The entry fee for the regatta is $75 per boat (Premier, A and One Design Classes). The entry fee for the regatta is $50 per boat (B, C and Non-Spinnaker Classes).

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The sailing instructions will be available at registration beginning on Friday, September 11th, 2009 at 1700hrs.

VENUE


The regatta will be hosted from the Royal Nova Scotia Yacht Squadron (RNSYS) on the Northwest Arm in Halifax, Nova Scotia.  Racing will take place in Halifax Harbour and approaches. All competing boats shall be kept on-site for the duration of the regatta. Visiting yachts shall register with the RNSYS Dockmaster by calling (902) 477-5653 ext.110 or on VHF Cannel 68 on approach or arrival.

THE COURSES

The courses to be sailed will be determined by the race committee such that they meet the requirements of the deed of gift for each trophy. Further information on course diagrams and sailing areas will be provided in the Sailing Instructions.

SCORING
9.1
One (1)  race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

9.2
For One Design Classes;

(a)
When fewer than five (5) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.


(b) 
When five (5) or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be      
the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS


Keelboats shall not be hauled out during the regatta except with and according to the terms of prior written permission of the race committee.

DIVING EQUIPMENT AND PLASTIC POOLS


Underwater breathing apparatus and plastic pools or their equivalent shall not be used around keel boats between the preparatory signal of the first race and the end of the regatta.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

PRIZES


Prizes will be given as follows:

Prince of Wales Trophy – awarded to the winner of designated Premier Class race.

Wenonah Cup – awarded to the winner of the designated Premier Class race.

Overall Winner – awarded to the yacht with the best combined results for the weekend.

A Class – Top three finishers based on series score.


B Class – Top three finishers based on series score.

C Class – Top three finishers based on series score.

Non-Spinnaker Class – Top three finishers based on series score.

One Design Classes – Top three (3) finishers in each class based on series scores.
