AMENDMENT #1 TO THE SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
 
Change SI Section 11.3 (THE START) to read the following:

11.3 (a)
When code flag ‘R’ is displayed from the flagstaff with three sounds then the start line shall be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the Race Committee Hut and the ‘blue spar buoy with white stripe’ on the east side of the Northwest Arm.  The ‘blue spar buoy with white stripe’ on the west side of the arm, just off the race hut, is a spacer buoy.  Yachts shall not sail between the spacer buoy and the breakwall.

(b)     When the ‘blue spar buoy with white stripe’ and spacer buoys are not in place, the Race Committee may place yellow inflatable tetrahedrons where the ‘blue spar buoy with white stripe’ and spacer buoy are typically set for the purposes described in 11.3(a).
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
